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˜e Outsized Impact of MSJC 

MSJC’s purpose is to provide an accessible educa˜on, ins˜ll hope, and empower our students to 

ˆansform their lives and those around them. We provide equi°-minded educa˜on to combat 

systemic barriers, promote social mobili°, and provide opportuni˜es for educa˜onal advancement. 

Evidence of MSJC’s impacts in ˆansforming learners, ˆansforming lives, and ˆansforming 

communi˜es is evident almost everywhere you look throughout the College Disˆict. ˛ousands of 

MSJC graduates each year and a base of alumni numbering more than 125,000 people living and 

working in Southwest Riverside Coun° comprise a large por˜on of the regional workforce. ˛ey are 

our nurses, computer technicians, teachers, auto technicians, culinary workers, firefighters, digital 

content experts, police officers, laboratory workers, enˆepreneurs, and so much more.

Every year MSJC helps launch more than 140 highly-ˆained military veteran graduates back into

its important mission. 

Designated as a Hispanic-Serving Ins˜tu˜on since 2001 based on more than 50% of our students 

iden˜fying as La˜nx, we serve a diverse student popula˜on ˙om various iden˜˜es, cultures, 

socioeconomic backgrounds, life experiences, abili˜es, and educa˜onal needs that represent our 

communi°. MSJC is committed to learning and achievement through inclusive and culturally 

affirming environments that celebrate student voices and create space for self-explora˜on and 

growth. We encourage self-advocacy, civic responsibili°, and commitment to becoming 

ambassadors of change in our communi˜es and our world.
